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È Everyone wants to know how you got started.  Well, I started as 

a kid in a room where my mom and dad encouraged me to 
explore my music and mechanical abilities. They allowed me to 
take things apart and listen to their 33 LPõs, it seems like they 
could see my future before I could. My dad not only had a musical 
back ground but liked to ride as well. My mother on the other 
hand, had the mechanical ability and also loved to ride.

È In 1965 they built a 400 sq. ft.  garage behind our house, in 
Garden City, Mi.  Needless to say, it never saw our cars in it.  
I just seemed to move from the room in the house straight 
into the garage. It allowed me the artistic freedom to play 
music and advance with my mechanical abilities. By 1969 I 
was working on motorcycles for my parentõs friends. 

È It wasn't long before the word spread and people were 
coming from all around the area asking me if I could fix 
their motorcycles or build them a one of a kind bike. Back in 
the 70õs it was mostly the chopper style bike people wanted.

È Moving the business into a 2,500 sq. ft. building in Redford, 
Michigan, three times the space we had seemed to be the answer. 
At least for the time being.

È We didnõt think we would need more than that; but, boy were we 
wrong. By 1999 we needed even more room as the business just 
kept growing. Looking around we found a 6,000 sq. ft. building in 
Wayne, Michigan, fourteen miles southwest of the Redford 
location. It was a bold move but we had to do it if we wanted to 
have the things we needed.

In the early 70ôs I was working on bikes during the day and 

playing music at night. It seemed to be the perfect career. I 

had a group called The Country Brew with an Elvis 

Presley impersonator named Elvis Shelton. The band 

seemed like it took off pretty quickly after the death of Elvis 

Presley in 1977, putting us on the Country Spectacular 26 

week rotation tour with Jerry Lee Lewis, George Jones 

and Bill Anderson. Coming off the road, it was right back to 

the motorcycles. 



È We opened our doors in the new Wayne, Michigan location on 
Sept. 27, 1999. 

È Now Stevensonõs Cycle has a 2,500 sq. ft. show room, a 3500 sq. ft. 
service area, a full machine shop and a chassis dynamometer 
room.

It was the year 2003 that would hold the most changes for us so 
far. In January we decided that we were going to build something 
for ourselves. We went back to what we liked to build, Bobbers. 
Although I built them for customers in the past this one was for us 
and we were going to take it to show in North Carolina in June. 
We named it Pikenut and everyone seemed to like it. Still holding 
its own, we entered Pikenut in the 2008 Easyriders/Biker Ride-In-
Old -School Bike Show at The Broken Spoke in Sturgis, SD. It won 
best of show.

In August of 2004 Eric Gorges of Voodoo Choppers asked me if I 
had ever built a motor that had two front cylinders and two front 
heads. I said òyeah, back in the 70õsó. Eric then asked if I would 
build one for his Discovery Biker Build Off bike. Of course I said 
yes. Steve II was just a young boy when he was helping me build 
motors like that in the garage so this was going to be a lot of fun. 
Only problem was, we only had 3 weeks to build it, so we began 
our motor building mission. After building the motor, Eric asked 
us to become part of his Biker Build Off team.

È We accepted the challenge and had a 

È great time. The end result was a 

È great bike named Superstition.

Once we completed building Ericõs motor my son said òDad, what 
do you think about a motor where you take the front and rear 
heads and cylinders and switch them front to back?ó  I said òit 
sounds like a great challenge to meó. We got started. òWhat to 
build with this motor?ó we asked ourselves. The answer was 
obvious, a Bobber, of course. The name?  We needed something 
that fit the bike. We came up with something perfect, Switched.

È Our next build was in late 2005, Twist -Her. The hard work was 
worth it, Twist -Her did great. We  took her to the Easyriders 
Memphis Show (she took Second Place-Best of Show) and she took 
Editorõs Choice in the judged class at the Easy Rider Invitational. 
Sheis still being shown and will be shown at Sturgis in 2009. In 
2007 we built a Switched inspired bike called Duceõs Wild. It won 
The Horse Back Street Choppers 2007 Chop-Off, well as many other 
shows, and recently took 3rd place at the North American 
International Motorcycle SuperShow in Canada.

È Our newest build, the GL Special has also won many 
awards so far. We entered it in the 2008 AMD World 
Championship and we were ranked 9 th in the world of 
Custom Motorcycle Builders.

È In January of 2009 it won the Canadian Cupfor first 
place in the North American International Motorcycle 
SuperShowin Canada. This was the first American bike 
and builder to bring home the cup since 1996.
