As after judging the 

competition, IMBBA judges remained to assist the builder in understanding the scoring of their 

customizations. This then developed the points system for certifying builders under Jeff Starkeôs 

standard of; Fit, Form, Function and Safety. When demonstrated by the build presented in 

competitions, the builder, earned points that allowed them to become globally certified. Whereby, 

for the first time in motorcycle history, a true system of certification was born.
